Class Overview

Anatomy and Physiology strives to give students an intense and detailed investigation into the human body.  This curriculum will prepare students for their future studies and encourage a deeper appreciation for the human body. Students will learn the interconnectedness of the body systems and how they influence health and disease.  Anatomically, students will investigate a variety of species for comparative anatomy purposes.  Collectively, this class will provide students with the basis for succeeding in introductory college biology and anatomy courses.  

Curriculum is presented with an emphasis in lab and scientific activities that employ strategies to develop the students’ science processing skills. The student is provided with opportunities for observing, problem solving, measuring, data analysis, lab activities, and technology. During the year, students are encouraged to read, take notes and study their classroom material on a daily basis.  Students will also participate in collaborative science projects.

Computers and technology are heavily used in the classroom.  Material is presented to the student through the use of textbooks, handout-outs, and computer generated power point presentations.  Concepts are reinforced through the execution of virtual computer lab experiments, hands-on lab experiments, projects, and paper and pencil tasks.  Dissection of lab specimens is a required aspect of this course.

Classroom Procedures/Expectations  

In order for students to succeed, I have developed the following classroom procedures:

*Students must come to class prepared with organized 3-ring binder, paper, sharpened pencils, completed homework assignments, etc. Come prepared to be successful! 

*Students will be in their seats and prepared to work when the bell rings.  Students’ will be considered tardy if they are not in their seat when the bell rings.  Therefore, pencil sharpening must be done before the bell rings! 

*Stay in your assigned seat unless you are given permission to leave your seat. 

*Please do not talk when the teacher is talking or when another student is talking.  If you would like to share your thoughts and ask questions, please raise your hand and wait to be acknowledged. 

*Students will be polite and show respect to their teacher, classmates, equipment and furniture at all times.

*Tapping pencils, pens, fingers, etc. is NOT allowed, as it may interfere with the learning process of others.

*No eating, drinking or gum chewing in class. 

*Electronic devices: Students are NOT to bring cell phones or ipods or any other devices to class.  Any such devices will be confiscated and turned into the office.  These items should be kept at home, in your cars, or locked up in your lockers. 
*Class is over ONLY when you have been dismissed by the teacher.  Students are to quietly remain in their seats until the teacher dismisses them.  Once dismissed, the students’ MUST throw away any trash that was created during class and push in their chair.
*Always give 100%, and have fun!

Attendance

*It is the students’ responsibility to ask for and complete any assignments and/or notes given while they were absent.  Daily homework assignments and important due dates will be posted and updated frequently.  You are strongly encouraged to check with a friend when you are absent to find out if homework has been assigned.  

*Students will have the number of excused days missed to make up any work before it is considered late.

*Employability grades may not be made up.

*Assignments given before a students’ absence are due upon the students’ return, if after original due date.

Assignments

* Students have a responsibility to turn in all assignments by the designated due date.  If an assignment is not completed by the assigned due date, students will receive a zero for the assignment, unless you have an excused absence, or you have made special arrangements with the teacher. LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.
